Quick Start Information  

The FX10 Portable Aviation Information Manager comes  
preloaded with current (at the time of shipment) worldwide 
Jeppesen data. When you complete your first update the  
coverage will revert to your subscription coverage area. 

Charging the Battery:  

Connect the FX10 to a power source using the mini-USB  
cable. If you are using a computer, be sure that the computer 
is turned on and will not enter sleep mode. Otherwise, no 
power will get to the FX10.  If you are charging the unit with a 
computer (and both the FX10 and computer are on when you 
connect the cable), a message will appear on the screen on 
the FX10, asking if you would like to manage the device,  
select "No" for charging.  "Yes" will be used later to update 
your Jeppesen data.  For details see the Owner's Manual. 

When you connect the mini-USB cable to the FX10 and a power source, the unit will automatically turn on 
and start up.  

If the battery has a very low charge level, it may take several minutes (up to an hour) before the unit starts up. 

Note: ONLY cables with a mini-USB connection  
(see image to the right) should be used with the FX10. 

You can use the unit while it is charging. For best results 
in battery life, charge the unit fully when you charge if for 
the first time - about 3-4 hours.  

Important: It is good practice to charge the unit for 
only 3 to 4 hours, with the unit on during charge, 
rather than leaving the unit plugged in overnight. 

Turning on the FX10:  

1. Power on the FX10 by placing your finger on the Menu/On sensor below the screen. Hold your finger 
there until you hear a beep (approximately 3 seconds) and then remove your finger. 

2. The screen will turn on and the device will begin starting up. 
You will see a start up screen while the unit is busy. Wait for 
the unit to fully start (about 55 seconds). The unit is ready to 
use when you see the Home screen appear. 

Starting FX VIEW:  

1. On the Home screen, tap the FXVIEW icon once with the  
stylus, or use the sensors to tab over to the icon and select. 

2. Follow the on-screen instructions to complete the initialization. The unit will check for your Jeppesen 
eChart Reader subscription which has been pre-installed by SOLIDFX. 
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¬Across the top are six (6) airport tabs followed by the FXvu 

 tab (chart clipboard).  The white tab is active. 

­The header contains the active airport name. The heart  

 preceding the name indicates favorite status. Below the name 
 is the city, state, and country of the airport, preceded by the 
 check box to set favorite status. 

®On the right side below the FXvu tab are the buttons to clear 

 tab or find a new airport for the active tab. 

T̄he Airport Notebook view includes collapsed categories for 

 each of the different types of charts/information. Select the 
 title to expand the category. 

°As shown, the AIRPORT PAGES category is expanded and 

 the first chart (10-9) is selected for the FXvu Clipboard. To 
 open a chart, simply click on the title of the chart. Select the 
 associated checkbox to add the chart to the FXvu Clipboard. 

±At the bottom is the toolbar to access the notepad, rotate the 

 screen, change the device settings, check the battery level, 
 and exit FXVIEW or power off the device. 

Note:  In the settings menu you can choose which (if any) sensors you would like to lock and you can  
select the default airport selection method, in addition to other settings options.

Airport Selection  

An airport can be selected in three (3) ways:    

¬ From a list of favorites.  

­ By entry of the ICAO code for the airport. 

® By a search for the location of the airport. 

¶ To view a chart select the chart name. 

¶ To remove a chart from the clipboard,  
uncheck the checkbox next to the title. 

¶ To reorder the charts, select the chart to  
be moved by placing the stylus on the title.  
Drag the chart to the desired location.  
Hold for a half second, then release.

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Upon opening a chart, the Chart View Menu appears around the 
sides of the chart. If using the sensors, use the bottom middle 
sensor to display the menu (if hidden). You can tab through the 
menu in either direction with the arrow sensors. The middle  
sensor on the left and right side can be used to select an icon.  

Hot Spots on the FX10 Screen:  

The four corner menu items (shaded in blue on this page and the 
next page) can be used whether the menu is displayed or not in 
the Notepad and Chart View. These "hot spots" rotate with the 
screen, thus the operations performed by each corner is based 
on the orientation of the chart. 

Chart View  

 Rotate - Select to rotate the screen 90 degrees.  Hint: This is good for 2-page charts. 

 Battery - Select to open the Battery Status Box. At 10% power remaining a low battery warning will appear on the battery icon. 

 Exit - Select to either Exit FXVIEW but keep the FX10 running and return to the Home Screen, or Power Off the FX10 completely. 

 Previous - Select to go to the previous chart in the Airport Notebook list or on the FXvu Clipboard. If there is no chart prior to the chart 

currently displayed, this icon will not exist.  Selecting this corner with the menu hidden will still take you to the previous chart. 

 Next - Select to go to the next chart in the Airport Notebook list or on the FXvu Clipboard. If there is no chart after to the chart currently 

displayed,  this icon will not exist.  Selecting this corner with the menu hidden will still take you to the next chart. 

 Fill/Pan - Select to fill the FX10 screen with the chart. 

 

 Take Notes - Select to leave zoom/pan mode and enter note taking mode on the chart. Stylus input will be interpreted as a note rather 

than a zoom or pan function. 

 Hide Menu - Select to hide the menu. Selecting this corner with the menu 

hidden will display the menu. 

 Close Chart - Select to exit the chart view and return to Airport  Notebook. 

Selecting this corner with the menu hidden will still close the chart. 

 Notepad  - Select to go to the Notepad. (See next page for more information 

about the Notepad.) 

Overview of FX VIEW 1.2 Operation  

 After Fill/Pan is selected (or any Zoom has been done), the Fit icon will appear above the Fill/Pan-Top/Bottom icon.  

If selected, this will fit the chart to the screen. 

 After Fill/Pan is selected, the icon will change to Top/Bottom or Left/Right allowing a panning function to view the portion 

of the chart not shown once the fill operation has occurred. 

 After Take Notes is selected, the Take Notes icon is replaced by the Zoom/Pan icon, which if selected, switches the FX10 

back to zoom/pan mode. 

 After Take Notes is selected, the Delete Notes icon will be displayed. If selected, this will clear any notes taken on the  

current chart. 

 After Take Notes is selected, the Hide Notes icon will be displayed right below Delete Notes icon. If selected, all of the notes 

on the chart will be hidden. 

 After Hide Notes is selected, the Show Notes will replace the icon. If selected, this will display any user notes hidden 

on the chart. 
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
