Circle area you wish to enlarge and FX10 will fit that area to screen.

Draw line from point to new point. FX10 will pan the screen so the point
where your line started moves to the point where your line ended.

Open System Menu and select Rotate function. Or place shortcut on
ToolBar and tap with stylus.

Touch e Enter Sensor to return to Airport Notebook.

Tap Screen to back out to Airport Notebook---more than one tap is
required if view is a zoom.

Airports checked as favorites are available on the FAVORITES list.
FAVORITES is the default Airport Selection method.

Charts checked as favorites are available for selection on the FXvu tab.
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FX10 Checklist

PREFLIGHT PREPARATION:

Turn on the FX10.

Check to ensure the FX10 battery is fully charged, by examining the battery status indicator
in the bottom right corner of the display. (The unit takes about 3 hours to reach a full charge)

Fly Safe!

Lock the sensor buttons that you do not wish to use.

Verify that power management settings are set so that the unit does not turn power off
automatically.

Start FXVIEW by tapping the stylus on the FXVIEw icon.
Verify the Jeppesen data is current. Do not fly with expired data. Update using JSUM.
Verify that the correct date and ZULU time is displayed on the initial start up screen.

If the wrong date/time is displayed, it is extremely critical that you change it to the correct
date/time. Otherwise, incorrect charts may be displayed.

Set up the Airport Notebook so that your departure and arrival destination as well as
alternate airports are on the tabs.

Add charts that will likely be required (Airport Diagrams, common Departure and Arrival
Procedures, Approaches, etc) to the FXvu Clipboard.

Verify that the Rotate icon is located on the Toolbar (optional).

Organize your paper Enroute charts so they are readily available when needed.
Familiarize yourself with the charts for each airport.

Review airport information and any chart change NOTAMSs for each airport on the tabs.

Bring up the departure airport diagram for taxiing and be prepared to access any assigned
departure procedure.

DURING FLIGHT:

Ensure that the FX10 does not obstruct the pilot’s view or situational awareness. It should
not interfere with the operating controls, such as the yoke, foot pedals, or other controls.

Minimize the time spent viewing the unit's screen. Do not become distracted by the unit.

Do not use a single FX10 as the sole source of terminal chart information and make sure
your aircraft is equipped with approved IFR navigation equipment.
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
